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1 Introduction

This manual documents 3DLDF 2.0. The most important difference between release 2.0
and previous releases is that 3DLDF 2.0 is an interactive program, whereas in previous
releases, 3DLDF was more like a library of C++ functions that users could use in their own
programs to make drawings.

Now, 3DLDF implements a language similar to the METAFONT language, and in partic-
ular the MetaPost language derived from it.

For several years, interactive versions of 3DLDF have been available for downloading
from the Savannah website: https://savannah.gnu.org/projects/3dldf/. However, 2.0
is the first release that includes this feature.

One result of this is that the old manual for releases through 1.1.5.1 is largely obsolete,
as far as the usage of 3DLDF is concerned. The reference sections, documenting the classes,
functions, etc., are still usable for those who want to know the details of how the program
works, though many descriptions may be out-of-date because of changes made in the mean-
time. On the other hand, the reference sections are longer needed for just using the program.
The old manual is included in the distribution in the directory ‘3DLDF-2.0/doc/old_doc/’.

The code for scanning and parsing, i.e., that which implements the interpreter that
makes the program interactive, is of course not documented in the old manual at all.

To document the new, interactive version of 3DLDF, it would therefore be necessary to
write a completely new manual. Unfortunately, it has not been possible for the author to
do this, which is the main reason that there has been no new release for so many years. In
order not to delay it any longer, he has decided to make a release without rewriting the
manual, although this is clearly not ideal.

As a partial substitute, release 2.0 contains the directory ‘3DLDF-2.0/examples/’ with
many examples which can used to learn how to use the 3DLDF language. In addition, the
directory ‘3DLDF-2.0/src/’ contains the files ‘sample.ldf’, ‘sample.ldf’, ‘sample0.ldf’,
‘sample1.ldf’ and ‘sample2.ldf’.

0. PREAMBLE

The purpose of this License is to make a manual, textbook, or other functional and
useful document free in the sense of freedom: to assure everyone the effective freedom
to copy and redistribute it, with or without modifying it, either commercially or non-
commercially. Secondarily, this License preserves for the author and publisher a way
to get credit for their work, while not being considered responsible for modifications
made by others.

This License is a kind of “copyleft”, which means that derivative works of the document
must themselves be free in the same sense. It complements the GNU General Public
License, which is a copyleft license designed for free software.

We have designed this License in order to use it for manuals for free software, because
free software needs free documentation: a free program should come with manuals
providing the same freedoms that the software does. But this License is not limited to
software manuals; it can be used for any textual work, regardless of subject matter or
whether it is published as a printed book. We recommend this License principally for
works whose purpose is instruction or reference.

1. APPLICABILITY AND DEFINITIONS

Preamble

The GNU General Public License is a free, copyleft license for software and other kinds of
works.

The licenses for most software and other practical works are designed to take away your
freedom to share and change the works.
