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2. Gnomon for latitude of Greenwich, England
(51◦ 28′ 38′′ N)
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1. Net with hour lines on face 10
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3. Perspective view. Focus position: (7cm, 8cm,−20cm), focus direction: (7cm, 8cm, 10cm), distance to plane of projection: 20cm. 4. Parallel projection, xz plane
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5. Parallel projection, plane perpendicular to face 10 (r10)
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6. Parallel projection onto the plane of the equatorial dial for face 10 (r10)
